INCLEMENT WEATHER—SCHOOL CLOSINGS 

A FEW CHANGES 
We recently evaluated our arrival and dismissal procedures/policies and we made a few 

changes for the 2nd semester that will add instructional time and also create a smoother 

transition for arrival and dismissal. When students arrive each day, they will go directly 

to their classrooms. Students who arrive before 8:00 a.m. will have the opportunity to 

read, get help, complete activity sheets and play games before school starts at 8:00 

a.m. Students will continue to begin each day with prayer and pledge. At the end of 

each day, students will be individually dismissed to the car rider line from Kid’s Chapel.
